THE FIRST LETTER OF PETER

We hear passages from the First Letter of
Peter at the Sunday Masses of the Easter
season. The Rite of Christian Initiation of
Adults says that the Easter readings of this
year are particularly suitable for continuing the
formation of the newly baptized. One reason is
that these readings features the First Letter of
Peter. It serves as a second reading at Sunday
Mass for well over a month.

The letter of St. Peter was written for newly
baptized Christians of the first century. It
explains the meaning of their baptism, helps
them establish their Christian identity, reviews
the ways they should now behave, and points
to their eternal life in Christ. These themes still
help newly baptized Christians today reflect on
their identity, and they form a good review for
more experienced Christians as well. The
teachings of this letter draw from the Scriptures
and from the liturgy of baptism. They show
how the plan of God is being fulfilled, how our
rituals express our belief, and what they
demand in the way we treat others. The First
Letter of Peter models the catechesis that
Christians still offer and receive.

The excerpts we hear at Mass make these
key points: We praise God who has given us a
new birth to a living hope through the
resurrection of Jesus from the dead. The blood
of Christ redeems us. The suffering of Christ
instructs us. We have become a chosen race,
a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people
possessed by God, who called us out of
darkness into light. Even when life is hard, we
can explain the reason for our hope: Glory
awaits those who share in the sufferings of

DID YOU KNOW THAT...

The stained glass windows in our chapel were
designed by Houston artist Gene Hester and
depict the Holocaust, the organized killing of 12
million people, half of whom were executed for
being Jewish. The windows contain yellow stars
and triangular patches worn by Nazi death camp
prisoners. The stars represent the 6 million Jews
who died in the Holocaust. The colored triangles
represent others who died in the 12 years of
planned death. Jehovah's Witnesses wore purple
triangles.  Hitler's political opponents wore
red. Gypsies wore brown. Pink marked the
homosexuals. Maximilian wore a red triangle
because he was considered to be a political
prisoner. Stripes of blue and gray flow throughout
the windows representing the prisoner’s
uniforms. Symbols of the concentration camp’s
fence posts are also in the windows. Solid barbed
wire runs across the bottom of the windows and is
broken in the top of the windows. Smoky glass at
the top represents the human ash of the burning
crematoriums, now transcendent in eternity.
Maximilian Kolbe is the focus of the center
window, which includes a political red triangle, and
his prison number, which are superimposed on
the Christian cross.
