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LEARN AN “ACT OF CONTRITION”

Priests often remark about how few persons can
pray an Act of Contrition during Confession these
days. This is sad. Each of us should be able to
pray, admit our sins, tell of our sorrow, and promise
a change in our life. If you don't know an Act of
Contrition “by heart,” you should learn one. There
are various types of the prayer. One that is often
used now is the following one. Cut it out. Pray it
every night before you go to sleep. Memorize it.

My God, | am sorry for my sins with
all my heart. In choosing to do
wrong and failing to do good, | have
sinned against You whom | should
love above all things. | firmly
intend, with Your help, to do
penance, to sin no more, and to
avoid whatever leads me to sin.
Our Savior Jesus Christ suffered
and died for us. In His name, my
God, have mercy. Amen.
