Home School Curriculum Guidelines for

2010/2011 School Year

If our regular CCE classes are full and/or a parishioner’s schedule cannot accommodate our regularly scheduled classes, home schooling is a viable option to complete grade level CCE.  In order to ensure that adequate faith formation is taking place, we have instituted some specific guidelines and a timetable for each academic year.  A schedule is also available on the parish web site.

1. A parent and the student will be required to attend two meetings here at St. Maximilian Kolbe to review the curriculum and the books that we are using.  It will also include a review of the web site resource available through the publisher.  The meeting dates are posted on the Home School calendar.

2. The calendar has due dates listed for completion of each Unit Test.  Submission of these tests will constitute “attendance.”  The tests will be reviewed by staff.

3. The tests are available through www.calltofaitheconnect.com  which is an online resource for teachers and students for the Call to Faith textbook series through Harcourt Religion Publishers.  Part of the training will be instructions on how to access the tests and complete them.

4. The online unit tests are printable.  You may choose to print the test, complete it by hand and mail or drop off at the parish office.

5. If you don’t have Internet access, we can print the unit tests for you.

6. The calendar begins in October with the first due date on October 29, 2010.  If you register late and begin after October, it will be each family’s responsibility to complete the missed assignments as soon as possible if they wish to get credit for that year.
