RE:  Registration for 2010-2011 Children’s Faith Formation Junior High Grades 6-8

Dear Parent:

As we approach the end of the instructional year for Children’s Faith Formation (CCE), on behalf of Fr. John, our pastor, and everyone involved in Faith Formation at St. Maximilian, I would like to thank you for bringing your children to Faith Formation this year.  Your efforts demonstrate the tremendous love you have for your children and your desire to have them grow in God’s love. 

Attached is the registration form for the 2010-2011 school year.  We have changed many aspects of the registration process and the sessions for next year so please read this entire letter and keep it handy for future reference.  I will post the letter online also so that it is readily available.

First, let’s start with the information that is the same.  You are still encouraged to complete the registration form and submit it by the last class for your session.  You may register online at www.stmaximilian.org.  Calendars for each session offered are also located on this web site.  It is not necessary to submit payment with the registration forms.  Payment can be made at any time either by cash, check or through Parish Pay.  You can access Parish Pay by going to www.parishpay.com.  Enter the church address zip code which is 77064 and then choose one time payment/CCE registration 2010/2011.  

Changes for next year:

· Junior High will still have a session on Sunday afternoons twice per month from 4:00 – 6:00 p.m.  We will be adding a Junior High session to the two-week summer intensive session.

· There will be a deadline for registration.  The deadline for registration is August 22, 2010. There will be registrations after each Mass the weekend of August 21-22.  No registrations will be accepted after this date.  After classes have started, we will have two late registration periods on Sunday, September 19, 2010 from 1:30 – 8:30 p.m. and on Wednesday, September 22, 2010 from 4:30 – 6:00 p.m.  As always, please remember that classes fill up quickly, and some classes may not be available by the late registration dates.

· We have a new Home School Curriculum.  It will have two mandatory meeting dates and a schedule of review tests submissions in order to receive credit.

If you believe you are able to serve God and the people of the parish by being a catechist, please let us know and be sure to complete Virtus training.
