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A Note from the Director… 

 
In former times, it was the custom in  

many countries of Europe and  

America for Catholics to walk in pro-

cession through town on feast days of 

Mary.  They carried flowers, banners, 

candles, and a statue of the Mother 

of God, decorated and crowned with 

ribbons and flowers.  The children 

wore the white clothes used for their 

First Communion, Confirmation, or 

graduation, sometimes with satin 

capes.  The youngest child often scat-

tered flower petals along the street in 

front of the statue of the Virgin.   

  In the United States, the processions 

were often limited to the parish prop-

erty or inside the church, and only the 

students of the parochial school did 

the marching.  In recent years the 

celebrations have become simpler, so 

that their purpose, to honor the 

Mother of God during the season of 

resurrection and life, can be clear.
